Respect . It's been banded around in football over
recent years . The FA have rolled out initiatives,
programmes and campaigns . We've all seen the shirt
sleeve logos and centre circle banners?

Respect comes in many forms though, and I'm
arguing that the Football Association themselves are
showing little or no respect to clubs at our current
level (you could probably pull the level above into
that) .

Our league fixtures were announced less than 10 days
before the scheduled start of the season . Less than 10
days . Think about that .

The phrase "If you fail to prepare then prepare to fail"
comes to mind .

Since the fixtures were given to our club secretary I
must have seen at least three amendments to the
fixture list .

I spotted league fixtures on consecutive days in
December and we currently will play one team on
consecutive weekends - home and away . That'll be
down to the speed at which the league themselves
feel they have to put a fixture list together, not having
had time to check, re -check and consult .

The league season finishes around the first weekend
in May ... if clubs are appealing points deductions or
ground issues (which tends to be the reasoning
behind league constitution delays) after that weekend
then the system has failed .

The Football Association needs to show some respect
and allow clubs such as ours time to prepare for a
season .

Fixture lists, posters, season tickets and programmes
all need time to prepare and print . The less time
given, the more cost and inconvenience incurred .

It's simply unfair and unnecessary .



Local Club Round - Up
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Maidenhead United travelled to Chester in good
spirits but came away pointless, going down 2-0 in
front of 1839 supporters . Chester, buoyed by the
arrival of new boss Marcus Bignot, secured their first
home win since December 2016 .

Slough Town also tasted defeat, their first since the
opening week of the league season . Slough took the
lead with only 5 minutes on the clock, Chris Flood
opening the scoring . The hosts, St Neots Town, hit
back within 60 seconds and then ran out 3-1
winners . The attendance a healthy 310 .

Slough slipped to 5 th in the table, but only 3 points
off of top of the table Kettering Town .

Ashford Town (Middx) took a 7th minute lead
through Jack Beadle at home against Aylesbury FC,
whose sixth loss in seven games was confirmed
when Romario Jonas added a second 20 minutes
later .

It finished goalless at Holloways Park between
Beaconsfield Town (SYCOB) and Barton Rovers in
the Southern League Division One clash .

In front of 108 Supporters, discipline again cost
Marlow . Reduced to 10 men in the second half, the
hosts lost 2-1 at home to Kempston Rovers .

Burnham tumbled out of the FA Vase, losing 5-1 at
high flying Highworth Town . Super Barry Dunbar
with �%�X�U�Q�K�D�P�¶�Vlate reply .

Bracknell Town suffered a shock 3-0 reverse at
Thatcham in the Hellenic Premier League .

Baldock Town say a young footballer who sent a
shocking tweet to �%�R�X�U�Q�H�P�R�X�W�K�¶�VHarry Arter about
the death of his baby daughter is deserving of a
�³�V�H�F�R�Q�G�F�K�D�Q�F�H�´.

Alfie Barker recently returned from a seven -month
ban given to him by The FA after he admitted a
charge of posting comments which were abusive
and/or insulting and/or improper and/or brought the
game into disrepute .

Barker sent the tweet during the �&�K�H�U�U�L�H�V�¶3-3 draw
with Arsenal in January, and was sacked by his club at
the time, Hitchin Town, as well as the carpentry
company he worked for .

After his ban expired on 1 August, the teenager made
his return to football with Codicote FC, but has now
been handed a deal by Baldock Town, who said on
their website : �³�:�H hope that our decision to support
Alfie will be welcomed by all our supporters, old and
new .�´

The South Midlands League Division One continued :
�³�:�L�W�K�L�Qour club, we welcome people from all
backgrounds, cultures and embrace their disabilities
or any mental health problems that they have .

�³After a lot of discussions within the club and after
speaking with Alfie, it is our belief that he could
benefit from being at our club .

�³�$�O�W�K�R�X�J�Kwe do not in any way condone his previous
actions, we do know that it has come to light he has
mild learning disabilities and autism .�´

Since the incident, Barker has expressed his regret at
his actions, and admitted his family have received
death threats .

Longlevens - History
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The Club, in its current format, was founded in 1954 �±
there were rumours that a Longlevens team had been
in existence prior to the Second World War, but as we
have never been able to confirm this from the various
League records that operated at the time, it is
possible that any such side played games on an �µ�D�G-
�K�R�F�¶basis .

We initially played in the North Gloucestershire
League, and moved up to the Northern Senior League
in 1968 / 69 , but, in the meantime, we had started an
association with the Stroud and District Football
League, which continues to this day with our Third
and Fourth Teams, when we formed a Reserve team
that joined Division Three of that League .

In the early part of the 21 st Century, we became
something of a �µ�E�H�Q�F�K- �P�D�U�N�¶for other teams in the
Northern Senior League �± Runners up in 2002 / 03 and
2006 / 07 , before finally winning it in 2008 / 09 .

Unfortunately our facilities at the Club HQ fell some
way short of the standard required for the next step
up and, ironically, although we looked at ways of
making the required alterations, the one thing we
could not control was the proximity to the
neighbouring rugby pitches, so the problem seemed
insurmountable . We were in danger of losing
members of the squad and possibly the management,
but fortunately we had a breakthrough when the City
Council created the new venue, at Saw Mills .

Fortunately for us that year, although we had finished
outside the automatic position for promotion to the
Gloucestershire County League, we were admitted to
the League as they were looking to �µ�W�R�S�X�S�¶their
numbers, and our consistent record over the course
of the previous seasons went in our favour .

At this point we must give great credit to E. G. Carter
and Company Limited, our major sponsors, because,
without them, it is unlikely we could have got Saw
Mills up to the required standard .

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Happily they are still the major force for the
improvements that we have subsequently been able
to make �± so �³�7�K�D�Q�N�<�R�X�Ćarters, as they are locally
referred to!

We are pleased to say that we are recognised as a
Charter Standard Development Club . Special mention
has to be made here to Dennis Barnsley who has
done so much work in respect of the Youth Section
and the Charter Standard .

We had spent more than forty years trying to reach
the County League, yet amazingly within three years
we had gained promotion to the UHLSPORT Hellenic
League �± but those three years were pretty
successful! In our first season, we finished halfway,
but also reached a Cup Final, losing to the League
winners of that season, but the next season saw two
incredible things happen .

Firstly Mark Moore, our new manager that season,
had a �¶�Q�H�D�U- �G�H�D�W�K�¶experience during a League fixture
and was only saved because a team of paramedics
happened to be playing on an adjacent pitch and also
he was ultra - fit .

Secondly, at the time of �0�D�U�N�¶�V�µ�L�Q�F�L�G�H�Q�W�¶we were
languishing in the bottom four or five places in the
League, but we then went on a remarkable unbeaten
run of 26 League games . As a result we actually won
the title but, due to our earlier lowly position, we had
not completed the necessary application to progress
to the UHLSPORT Hellenic League .

However, the following season, we were in contention
�µ�I�U�R�Pthe �R�I�I�¶and we more or less cruised through,
winning the League by 17 points, and throwing in the
Les James League Cup for good measure . Having
made sure this time that our application was
completed, we were duly promoted into the Hellenic
League �± and again �± more thanks here to Carters for
helping us upgrade Saw Mills to the required
standard .



Longlevens - History
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So, in 2014 / 15 we started another new phase for the
Club in Division One West of the UHLSPORT Hellenic
League, and what a start! We found ourselves in a
�µ�W�K�U�H�H- �K�R�U�V�H�¶race with our �µ�O�R�F�D�O�¶opposition, Tuffley
Rovers and Lydney Town, and it went to the wire,
with perhaps the highlight of our season being a 2-1
away win at Tuffley Rovers with an injury time
winner .

So, after three consecutive titles and two consecutive
promotions, we found ourselves in the Premier
Division . We have consolidated our position there, but
recognise the difficulties of facing sides that have a
history and an infrastructure that is vastly superior to
ours .

This year sees major changes within the Club (none
of them acrimonious �Z�H�¶�U�Hpleased to say) as James
French, our First Team Manager for ten years, has
decided to step down to give himself more time to
spend with his wife and daughters .

The second �µ�O�R�V�V�¶is our Chairman �± Chris Bishop .
Chris has decided to follow additional interests as well
as his �µ�Q�R�U�P�D�O�¶working life so is stepping down as he
felt that he could not give the Club the required
focus .

Chris was absolutely central to all of the work
entailed in getting the Club through all of the ground
improvements at Saw Mills, necessary for us to
transition to Step 5 of the Pyramid System .

So we welcome a new Manager, Mark Moore, who has
been with the Club man and boy, although not
actually in that order! A final acknowledgement to
Craig Martin, First Team captain for seven years, who
will also be part of �0�D�U�N�¶�Vmanagement team this
season, whilst still performing on the pitch and
contributing to the life of the Club . We are all aware
of what the �µ�0�D�U�W�L�Q�&�O�D�Q�¶have contributed, and
continue to contribute, to Longlevens .

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Situated in the small market town six miles west of
Swindon, Royal Wootton Bassett Town Football Club
was first established within the town in 1882 , making
the club one of the oldest in the county of Wiltshire .
The �F�O�X�E�¶�Vearliest achievements came in the
prestigious Wiltshire Senior Cup, making the final in
both 1902 / 03 and 1903 / 04 , although both ended in
defeat .

Wootton Bassett Town F.C. folded for a period pre -
WWI before re - forming in the Calne & District League,
when the club began playing at the Gerard Buxton
Sports Ground, which had been donated by local
dignitary Major Gerard Buxton for sporting activities
within the town and was opened in 1930 .

Early successes included winning the Calne & District
League in the 1930 / 31 season, having finished
runners -up the previous season, and then again in
1934 -35 . Following a move up to the Wiltshire League
Division 2, promotion was earned again the following
season, and the team then remained in the top
division in the county until the outbreak of WWII in
1939 .

After the war Wootton Bassett Town F.C.
recommenced in the County Senior League, with
limited success until Season 1958 / 59 , when they won
their first Wiltshire League title . In 1987 / 88 the
Wiltshire League Division 1 title was won, elevating
the Club into the Hellenic League, where they have
remained ever since .

Season 1987 / 88 also saw the club again reach the
final of the Wiltshire Senior Cup, but that first win
remained elusive . That changed in 1998 -99 , however,
when the Club defeated Pewsey Vale 3-2 in the final
at the County Ground and success was again achieved
in Season 2000 / 01 when Shrewton were defeated 2-0
in the final .

The First Team, having finished runners -up in Division
One West in Season 2012 -13 , currently play in the
Premier Division of the Hellenic League .



Royal Wootton Bassett Town
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As well as the First Team the Club has always run an
adult Development/Reserve team . Since the onset of
the new millennium the club has also expanded
significantly, with the establishment of a large thriving
Youth Section and a very successful Ladies Section .
The Ladies side recently did the �³�G�R�X�E�O�H�´of being cup
winners and securing promotion in the same season .

The latest addition to the Club has been the
establishment of a Veterans team, so the club now
operates 26 teams from under 7s upwards . This
growth led to the club being awarded Charter
Standard Development Club status by the Football
Association in 2008 before this was upgraded to
Community Club status a year later .

International ties have also been established, with
three Youth Section teams touring Holland annually
since 2001 . This has led to a relationship with
amateur side �)�&�µ�V-Gravenzande , who are based near
The Hague .

The club now plays at the fantastic New Gerard
Buxton Sports Ground, which was opened in the
summer of 2015 , and with the Royal title now
included within the club name, the Club continues to
thrive as a key part of the community of Royal
Wootton Bassett .

Season 2017 -18 again sees Rich Hunter in charge of
the First Team as the Club looks to better its highest
ever position in Non -League football - the 11 th place
finish achieved in Season 2014 / 15 . The Club will
again be entering the F.A. Cup and F.A. Vase with the
Development side playing in the Wiltshire County
League .
