�³�7�K�L�Vis an exciting time in Guernsey football history and
we hope that this project will go a long way to securing
the long - term future of the Islands largest participant
and spectator sport . �´

Guernsey FC chairman Mark Le Tissier added : �³�*�)�& have
made no secret of the fact that in order for the club to be
sustainable in the long term the club would need our own
home to generate the income required to participate in
the FA National League Pyramid .

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Respect . It's been banded around in football over
recent years . The FA have rolled out initiatives,
programmes and campaigns . We've all seen the shirt
sleeve logos and centre circle banners?

Respect comes in many forms though, and I'm
arguing that the Football Association themselves are
showing little or no respect to clubs at our current
level (you could probably pull the level above into
that) .

Our league fixtures were announced less than 10 days
before the scheduled start of the season . Less than 10
days . Think about that .

The phrase "If you fail to prepare then prepare to fail"
comes to mind .

Since the fixtures were given to our club secretary I
must have seen at least three amendments to the
fixture list .

I spotted league fixtures on consecutive days in
December and we currently will play one team on
consecutive weekends - home and away . That'll be
down to the speed at which the league themselves
feel they have to put a fixture list together, not having
had time to check, re -check and consult .

The league season finishes around the first weekend
in May ... if clubs are appealing points deductions or
ground issues (which tends to be the reasoning
behind league constitution delays) after that weekend
then the system has failed .

The Football Association needs to show some respect
and allow clubs such as ours time to prepare for a
season .

Fixture lists, posters, season tickets and programmes
all need time to prepare and print . The less time
given, the more cost and inconvenience incurred .

It's simply unfair and unnecessary .

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The Club was formed in the immediate post -war
period of 1945 / 46 to fulfill the sporting and social
needs of the young people of the Easington housing
estate in Banbury, many of whom were returning
from war service .

The Club, then known as "The Clan', soon prospered,
as there was an obvious need for such a facility, and
formed a cricket, tennis and a ladies section . Football
was, however, the main branch of the Club's activity,
and it began playing in the local Junior Leagues as
Easington Sports F.C.

The football was played on pastureland to the west of
Wykham Lane, and for a few years endured the lack
of facilities enjoyed today by almost all clubs - no
water available on site, no real changing facilities, to
name but two of the privations to be met on a cold
winter's afternoon .

Fortunately , this situation was soon to change, for, as
a result of tireless fund raising by all concerned, and
some dedicated work by stalwarts such as Gordon
Vivash , Tim Fountain and many other committed club
members, the prospect of a new ground owned by
the Club became a reality .

The purchase of the Addison Road ground and the
building of a clubroom, together with the Club's entry
to the Oxfordshire Senior League was the beginning
of senior football for Sports .

To its credit the team proved to be a formidable force
at that level, becoming winners and finalists in the
Senior Cup, and heading the Premier League table on
two occasions in the early and mid - fifties .

In view of its success at county level the Club sought
entry, and was accepted, into the old Warwickshire
Combination, which at that time counted as members
professional and semi -professional teams such as
Aston Villa "A', West Bromwich Albion "B' and teams
which now grace the Conference .

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Although having moderate success in this
competition, as with many other amateur clubs
finance played its part in the decision to return to
the Oxfordshire Senior League, where the expenses,
in particular for travelling, were much more in line
with the club's limited income .

Looking to raise its standards once more the Club
sought entry to the Hellenic League . Subject to
certain ground improvements it was readily
accepted, and has remained a member of Division
One ever since .

With some "ups and downs', Sports has almost
always been mid - table at the end of each season,
which, considering its amateur status against mostly
professional or well -sponsored opponents, has not
been too bad a record .

The Club has always sought to give the youngsters
of Banbury and District an opportunity to get into
senior football, and indeed beyond .

The club has continuously run youth teams at
various age levels, wishing good luck to all those
whose ability took them to higher levels, and feeling
grateful that the club gave them the start/platform
to their careers .

It has sometimes been said that Easington Sports
has not been ambitious or forward looking enough
in its sixty years, but shrewd and cautious
stewardship by a series of committees over the
years has ensured that the club has never over -
reached itself financially, and has remained faithful
to its original ideals - to provide football of a good
standard for local youth .
