Respect comes in many forms though, and I'm
arguing that the Football Association themselves are
showing little or no respect to clubs at our current
level (you could probably pull the level above into
that) .

Our league fixtures were announced less than 10 days
before the scheduled start of the season . Less than 10
days . Think about that .

The phrase "If you fail to prepare then prepare to fail"
comes to mind .

Since the fixtures were given to our club secretary I
must have seen at least three amendments to the
fixture list .

I spotted league fixtures on consecutive days in
December and we currently will play one team on
consecutive weekends - home and away . That'll be
down to the speed at which the league themselves
feel they have to put a fixture list together, not having
had time to check, re -check and consult .

The league season finishes around the first weekend
in May ... if clubs are appealing points deductions or
ground issues (which tends to be the reasoning
behind league constitution delays) after that weekend
then the system has failed .

The Football Association needs to show some respect
and allow clubs such as ours time to prepare for a
season .

Fixture lists, posters, season tickets and programmes
all need time to prepare and print . The less time
given, the more cost and inconvenience incurred .

It's simply unfair and unnecessary .

Bracknell Town FC
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Bracknell Town Football Club was formed in 1896 as
Old Bracknell Wanderers and changed its name to
Bracknell F.C. in 1949 .

The club played in the local leagues until joining the
Great Western League in 1959 . After four seasons in
this League, and renaming the club Bracknell Town in
1962 , the club was elected to the Surrey Senior
League, which they won in 1969 -70 . The club also
won the league cup in 1968 -69 and 1969 -70 .

After this success the club entered the Spartan
League (later renamed the London Spartan League)
and finished runners -up on goal average in 1975 -76 ,
in which they also reached the Fifth Round of the FA
Vase .

After winning the league in 1982 -83 , they were
promoted in 1984 to the Isthmian League Division
Two South . They were promoted to Division One as
runners -up in 1985 -86 , finishing third in their highest
ever league placing . However in 1988 -89 , Bracknell
Town were relegated and following a re -organisation
of the Isthmian League, were placed in Division Three
in 1991 -92 .

They returned to the Isthmian League Division Two
after winning the league in 1993 -94 , but after five
seasons were relegated back down to Division Three .
After another league re -organisation in 2002 -03 , the
club was moved in to the Isthmian League Division
One South, but moved to the Southern Football
League Division One West after two seasons .

Bracknell were reprieved from relegation in 2008 -
2009 but were relegated the following season to the
Hellenic League Premier Division .

The downward trend continued and after just two
seasons in the Hellenic League Premier Division they
were again relegated down to the Hellenic League
Division One East .

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The club returned to the Premier Division after just
one season in Division One and although flirting with
relegation last season recovered to finish just below
halfway .

At the start of the 2016 / 2017 season, under the
guidance of new Chairman Kayne Stein - born -Busse ,
the club embarked on a major re -development of the
ground with the installation of an astro 3G pitch and
refurbishment of the buildings and facilities .

The club has reaped major benefits from this work
with all teams down to the youngest age group now
able to play and train at Larges Lane . For the senior
club, the Reserve team returned to the Suburban
League whilst the First team had their most
successful season for a very long time .

Under the management of Mark Tallentire , we were
involved in the race for the Hellenic Premier Division
title, and promotion back to the Southern League,
which went down to the final day .

Unfortunately we lost on the day and finished
runners -up however the disappointment was
tempered by winning three cups, the Berks and Bucks
Senior Trophy, the Hellenic League Challenge Cup
and the Reading Senior cup where the final was
played at the Madjeski Stadium .
